Kursens innehall

Individuella erfarenheter, sociokulturella forestillningar och globala trender manifesteras genom kroppen. A
ena sidan ar kroppen en gemensam ndmnare méanniskor emellan, & andra sidan ar kroppen och fysiskt
utseende de frimsta arenorna for differentiering och etablerande av sociala hierarkier. Kursen ger en dversikt
over antropologisk forskning om kroppen. Med utgangspunkt i olika empiriska studier erbjuder kursen
mojlighet att kritiskt granska samtida debatter om kroppen och kroppsliga praktiker.

Kursen omfattar fem 6verlappande tema:

» samhillsvetenskapliga teorier om kroppen

* sociokulturella forestéllningar om kroppen och kroppsliga praktiker [sétt att vara, erfara och omforma]
* kropp, media och konsumtion [medierepresentationer, kosmetisk kirurgi, kroppsideal]

» disciplinering av kroppen [fetma/ hygien/klédsel]

* nya tekniker, nya debatter [reproduktion/genetik/organ transplantation]

Forvéantade studieresultat

Efter kursen forvéntas studenten kunna:

* ha fordjupad insikt i de olika inriktningarna inom antropologisk forskning om kroppen

* redogora for de empiriska och teoretiska fragestéllningar som behandlas under kursen

» kritiskt granska pagaende debatter och samhéllsfragor om kroppen och kroppsliga praktiker

» resonera kring forhallandet mellan kroppen och sociokulturella hierarkier (genus, hudfarg/etnicitet, klass,
alder)
