Kursens innehall

The course puts the global economic crisis 2008/2009 in a longer historical perspective. It gives historical
examples on how speculation manias have been followed by financial crises. It also provides the theoretical
tools needed in order to understand financial markets, entrepreneurship and crises management during
processes of change? The course highlights how the actions of banks and companies during booms have
resulted in profound economic crises such as those during the 1930's and 2008/2009.

-Alccount for and analyze global financial and economic crises in a historical perspective.

-Discuss how the financial system and different forms of business financing have evolved.

-[Account for and compare different theoretical perspectives in financial history and business history.
-Analyze underlying causes of financial crises.

-Problemize how gender has formed entrepreneurship and business activities over time.

-Independently and critically examine scientific articles dealing with financial history and business history.

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Lectures and teacher-led seminars. Compulsory attendance.
