Beskrivning
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Delkursen ger kdnnedom om olika teoretiska perspektiv pé politik, deras metodologiska betydelse samt hur de
olika perspektiven tar sig uttryck nir de omsétts i empiriska studier. Olika perspektiv pa politik kommer att
behandlas. Aktorsorienterade, strukturalistiska och institutionella perspektiv kommer att presenteras och
diskuteras utifran tre teman.

EU:s historiska utveckling, integrationens dynamik samt aktuella utmaningar for EU utgér huvudomradena i
denna kurs som avser att formedla en bred introduktion till de manga fragor som EU-samarbetet vicker.Inom
ramarna for den historiska utvecklingen analyseras bade framvéxten av EU:s institutioner och politikomraden
och den integrationsteoretiska debatten.

MEDIA AND POLITICS 1
OBS: All undervisning och litteratur &r pa engelska. Inlimningsuppgifter kan dock ldmnas in pa svenska.
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The course examines the relationship between media and political actors in national, European and global
settings. Through independent reading, lectures, class discussions, group exercises and written assignments,
students will be encouraged to question their unexamined assumptions and explore the ways in which the
media impact on politics. Teaching and learning will involve work with both primary and secondary sources.
The primary sources include policy documents, interviews and media texts (print, broadcast and online). The
secondary sources are comprised of the course literature (see below).

Delkursen uppméarksammar fragor kring de politiska forutsattningarna for ekonomisk och social utveckling,
frimst i tredje viarlden men dven i ett bredare, jaimforande perspektiv med fokus pa stat och nationsbyggande i
ett ssmmanhang av globalisering och liberalisering.

Ekonomisk och politisk utveckling
diskuteras, sérskilt i forhéllande till demokratisering, utifran savél teoribildningar som empirisk férdjupning
kring olika samhéllens forutséttningar for, och erfarenheter av, demokrati. Vidare diskuteras statens
mojligheter och bendgenhet att pdverka bade ekonomisk och politisk utveckling och den roll som olika
politiska identiteter som klass, kon, religion och etnicitet har i dessa processer.

BYRAKRATINS MAKT I DEN DEMOKRATISKA STATEN

Enligt grundlagen ar det regeringen som med riksdagens goda minne "styr riket". Men gor regeringen det, och
kan den gora det? Landets politiska ledning utgor endast en liten del av staten. Vid ett regeringsskifte byts
knappt 200 personer ut. Detta kan jamforas med de drygt 200 000 statstjainsteman som skulle sitta kvar. Aven
pa kommunal nivé dr politikerna vésentligt farre &n tjinsteminnen. Klarar politikerna av att styra och
kontrollera dessa ganska stora — och alltmer komplexa, hogspecialiserade och internationaliserade —
byrakratier? Vilka medel star till buds? Vilken makt har egentligen byrakraterna, och vilka slags roller spelar
de som politiska aktdrer? Kan det vara legitimt att byrakraterna agerar politiker? Detta spanningsfalt —
forhallandet mellan demokrati och byrdkrati — utgdr en av statsvetenskapens klassiska problemstéllningar. I
denna kurs studeras hur politikerna i Sverige och i andra lander har forsokt att hantera denna problematik. Vi
undersoker bland annat vilka olika typer av institutioner som har byggts upp i olika ldnder for att reglera
samspelet mellan politik och férvaltning, men ocksa vilka synsatt och ambitioner som legat till grund for
senare ars forvaltningspolitiska reformer.

* problematisera relationen mellan demokrati och byrakrati och diskutera olika centrala forvaltningspolitiska
problem som finns kopplade till denna relation;

* redogodra for och problematisera olika ldnders forvaltningssystem;

» identifiera olika forvaltningspolitiska trender, skolor och reformer och diskutera de forvaltningspolitiska
dilemman som dessa idéer undviker, missar, 16ser, forstiarker och skapar;

» tolka och tilldmpa forvaltningspolitiska begrepp, idéer och forestéllningar pa processer och skeenden i
historia, omvérld och i samtida svensk politik;

» diskutera inneborden av Europeiseringen, och den vidare internationaliseringen, av moderna stater.

INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS
OBS: All undervisning och litteratur ar pa engelska. Inlamningsuppgifter kan dock ldmnas in pé svenska.

This course addresses two specific problems of international conflict and cooperation: war and democracy.
Why is there so much war in international politics while most people want peace? Why is there so little
democracy in international relations while most people think of themselves as democrats? Would higher
levels of democracy, within or beyond the nation-state, be a solution to the problem of international conflict?
If so, can and should democracy be promoted and implemented even by military force? Or would a greater
role of democracy in international politics decrease international and human security? To address these
questions, the course draws upon and presupposes some basic familiarity with different theories in
international relations, such as liberalism, realism, constructivism, and it analyses both normative and
descriptive questions. Concepts covered in the course include, in addition to war and democracy,
globalization, state-building, sovereignty, human rights, and security community.

COMPARATIVE EUROPEAN POLITICS

The aim of the course is to study central political institutions in a comparative perspective. The focus is to
provide a theoretically based introduction to political systems in general and to European political systems,
including the European Union, in particular; with special emphasis on the role of political parties and interest
groups; elections and party systems; parliamentary systems and governments; social cleavages and voting.
The course will also consider a number of specific policy areas, exploring similarities and differences in how
these have been dealt with in different national contexts, and in this way make students familiar with the basic
rules of comparative research and give them the opportunity to design their own comparative research
strategies.

After the course, students are expected to have:

» acquired a more extensive knowledge of the central political institutions and political systems;

* a deepened understanding of comparative political issues, and the ability to think critically about the issues
raised in the course literature;

* apply comparative studies departing from specific methodological and analytical approaches;

* developed a range of critical, analytical and interpretative skills which include critical reading and
comprehension, paper writing, discussion and presentation.

WHAT ARE HUMAN RIGHTS? PERSPECTIVES AND CONFLICTS
OBS! All undervisning, litteratur och examination ar pa engelska.

This course focuses on the concept, development and institutionalization of human rights through
international politics. The central aim of the course is to introduce human rights by exploring theoretical
questions and empirical case studies. We will pose theoretical questions related to the universality and scope
of the human rights concept as well as analyse human rights by engaging various perspectives on where, how
and through what actors human rights are realized. Empirically, we will look at developments in various
regions in the world, as well as issues including war crimes, genocide, torture, environmental rights, labor
rights, children rights and others.

LEARNING OUTCOMES

By the end of the course, students will be able to:

* give an account of the central theoretical debates regarding human rights;

» understand the historical development and institutionalization of human rights in international politics;
 compare and contrast judicial approaches to human rights and how various actors contribute to the violation
and protection of human rights;

* write an empirical analysis that applies the theoretical debates on the idea and realization of human rights to
a particular case study;

» understand the complexity of the application of human rights and relate this complexity to particular human
rights issues and regions.

DECISION-MAKING ANALYSIS IN THE NUCLEAR ERA

This course is designed to introduce the historical case studies of critical decision-making over the
development and use of nuclear weapons. Main topics include: the Manhattan Project, atomic bombing of
Hiroshima and Nagasaki, Cuban missile crisis, nuclear arms race during the Cold War, weapons of mass
destruction (WMD) proliferation, North Korean and Iranian nuclear crises, and missile defence. Some policy
issues, such as nuclear arms control and disarmament, nuclear deterrence, nuclear diplomacy and nuclear
energy, are also included.

LEARNING OUTCOMES
Upon completion of the course, students are expected to be able to:
» acquire the basic concepts and understanding of the topics covered in this course thorough literature reading;

* develop capabilities of analyzing the historical and current cases of critical decision-making over the
development and use of nuclear weapons;

 demonstrate capabilities of discussing the complexity of specific nuclear policy issues through critical
thinking and essay work.

Problems like air pollution or poor water quality, decreasing biodiversity and climate change have provoked
the establishment of a broad range of institutions and policies around the globe, from the local to the
international level. However, why are some countries better at protecting their environments than others?
How do environmental policies spread among countries? How can jointly used environmental resources be
managed in a sustainable fashion? What is the role of international cooperation and individual citizens in
protecting the global environment?

The aim of the course is to give an introduction to the foundations and variety of contemporary research on
environmental politics. The course will examine basic concepts and different traditions in this field of
research. It combines theoretical and empirical contributions on environmental politics and policy from a
comparative and international perspective. The course literature contains classical texts as well as recent
advances in the study of environmental politics.

Topics to be addressed include the theory of ecological modernization, the discussion on regulatory "races to
the bottom", explanations why some states act as environmental pioneers, the measurement of environmental
performance and the influence of social movements and green interest groups.

After the course, students are expected to:

* have gained a critical understanding of key concepts in environmental politics;

* be able to give an overview of mayor issues and debates in environmental politics;

* be able to identify key findings and results from empirical studies in environmental politics;

POLITISKT LEDARSKAP OCH DEMOKRATI

Det finns en spanning mellan politiskt ledarskap och demokrati. Ledarskap bygger pa auktoritet och innebér
att enskilda individer skall styra och leda. Om ledarskapet antar starka former kan det innebéra att
demokratin, istillet for att vara en underifran styrd process (elitdirigerande mobilisering), tenderar att bli
uppifran styrd (elitdirigerad mobilisering). Denna kurs riktar stralkastarljuset mot hur politiskt ledarskap kan
forenas med, och forsvaras av, demokratiska varden och processer.

Delkursen analyserar relationen mellan politiskt ledarskap och demokrati bade teoretiskt och empiriskt.
Fragor som behandlas ar bland annat politiska ledares roller, makt och handlingsutrymme. Vidare
uppmirksammas trender och fordndrade villkor for politiskt ledarskap, inte minst i ljuset av politikens
tilltagande medieanpassning. I fokus stir den svenska politiska kontexten, men utblickar forekommer.

TRANSNATIONAL ACTORS AND INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS
OBS: All undervisning och litteratur ar pa engelska. Inlimningsuppgifter kan dock ldmnas in pa svenska.

This course is about the role of transnational actors, such as NGOs, social movements and

business groups, in international politics. The course introduces the concept of transnational

actors, and relates it to the study of international organizations and global governance.

Transnational actors function as service providers, watchdogs and advocacy groups, but also

as a democratic opposition and the voice of a global civil society. Aspects of cooperation and

conflict of transnational actors with intergovernmental organizations will be discussed on the basis of
empirical studies on different issue areas, like developmental aid, environmental

protection, human rights and trade politics.

LEARNING OUTCOMES

After completing this course, the student should be able to:

* Identify, define and recognize relevant concepts and theories on transnational actors and
their role in global governance,

* relate, compare and critically analyze different functions and roles of transnational
actors in global governance,

* apply concepts from the study of transnational actors to empirical cases of participation,
cooperation and conflict of these actors with international organizations,

* identify and use suitable empirical material for the study of transnational actors and
international organizations,

* have gained practice in oral and written presentation.

STATE AND DEMOCRATIZATION IN THE THIRD WORLD
OBS: All undervisning och litteratur ar pa engelska. Inlimningsuppgifter kan dock ldmnas in pa svenska.

This course highlights questions concerning the political conditions for Economic and Social Development.
Focus is mainly on the third world, but also on a broader comparative perspective, with focus on state and
nation building in a context of Globalization and Liberalization. The concept of Development will be
analyzed through a theoretical and historical perspective, with emphasis on its relation to Economics and
Politics. Economic and Political Development is discussed, particularly in relations to Democratization, by
theories and further empiric studies concerning societies' different conditions for, and experience by,
Democracy. Further, the possibilities and willingness by States to affect both Economic and Political
Development, and the roll that different political identities, such as class, gender, religion and ethnicity, has in
these processes, are discussed.

LEARNING OUTCOMES

After completing this course, the student should be able to:

» identify and account for different perspectives on Development and Democratization, how these are
connected, and the role of the state in these processes in the third world,;

» compare and evaluate different theories within Social Science and their relevance for making analysis of the
relation between Development and Democratization, and the role of the State;

« identify similarities and differences between, in the literature occurring, cases concerning Development and
Democratization in the third world;

* present, both orally and in writing, independent analysis related to the relations that are discussed within the
course.

EUROPEAN POLITICS
OBS: All undervisning och litteratur ar pa engelska. Inlimningsuppgifter kan dock ldmnas in pa svenska.

The main themes of the course are historical development, the dynamics of the integration and current
challenges for the EU. The course aims to give a broad introduction to the many questions that arise from the
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EU cooperation. Within the frames of the historic development, the growth of EU institutions and policy
areas, as well as the theoretical debate concerning integration, are analyzed. Among the current challenges are
both the big questions concerning the future — the Union’s democratic problem, the expansion, the
constitutional treaty and the EU relations with the surrounding world — and new problem areas such as
lobbyism, immigration and emigration policies, and problems connected with different forms of international
crime.

LEARNING OUTCOMES

Upon completion of the course, the student should be able to:

» account for a deeper knowledge about the construction of the EU’s political system and the powers and
construction of the different institutions within the EU;

« account for the EU historical development, classical and current theories concerning the driving forces
behind integration, and the shape of the policies within the frame of the EU’s political system;

« interpret and apply original writings of classical and current theories about European integration, and
present in writing an independent analysis of the development within a limited policy area on the EU level, or
an integration theory issue.

240 HUMAN AND INTERNATIONAL SECURITY

This course is designed to introduce security studies as a research area and combines traditional state-centered
security issues with recent human security issues. The focus is on the actors and processes of security and
how security interests relate to other state and human interests. The topics include approaches to security,
concepts and notions of security, institutions of security and modern security issues globally and regionally.
They also include moral and practical arguments on the nature of modern armed conflicts and violence.

LEARNING OUTCOMES

Upon completion of the course, students are expected to:

* be familiar with the basic concepts and understandings of security issues;

* be familiar with developments of violent conflicts in the post Cold War era;
* be familiar with the morality of violence;

* be able to analyse issues of security;

* be able to demonstrate capabilities of discussing security issues critically;

* be able to write about security issues.

DELKURS 3: MEDIER, MAKT OCH DEMOKRATI, 7,5 hp

Delkursen syftar till att belysa mediernas roll och funktion i det demokratiska systemet. Fokus ligger pa tva
skilda aspekter av detta. Den forsta handlar om mediernas betydelse i den demokratiska processen och den
andra om hur medierna medverkar till att producera olika former av maktrelationer och identiteter,
exempelvis i form av kon, heteronormativitet och etnicitet/”ras”. Under kursen diskuteras ett antal kritiska
perspektiv pad medier, inte minst problematiseras medias roll som férmedlare av ’neutral” information och
opartisk makt-granskning. Begrepp som kommer att belysas och behandlas ar exempelvis medichéndelse
(’media event”) och medielogik. Dessutom kommer relationen mediediskurs-medieerfarenhet att
problematiseras. Kursen centreras kring ett antal teman. Det forsta temat behandlar relationen mellan staten
och medierna, samt de institutionaliserade regler och forestillningar som omgirdar medierna. Aven grinserna
for statens 1nblandn1ng diskuteras, exempelvis utifrdn frdgor om censur och yttrandefrihet. Det andra temat
lyfter fram politikens allt mer utpréglade medialisering, och diskuterar vad denna utveckling kan sdgas betyda
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i ett demokratiperspektiv, exempelvis i samband med en valrdrelse. En viktig ambition med kursen ér att ge
deltagarna mojlighet att kontinuerligt relatera sina vardagliga erfarenheter som mediekonsumenter till den
problematik som diskuteras i litteraturen och pd seminarierna. Det 6vergripande syftet med detta arbetssitt ar
ge bittre forutséttningar for kursdeltagarna att problematisera och reflektera dver den mediesituation som
rader, och hur denna situation praglar vart politiska tdnkande och handlande.

DELKURS 4: MANSKLIGA RATTIGHETER, 7,5 hp

Delkursen syftar till att ge grundldggande kunskap om de ménskliga réttigheterna, deras tillkomst, utbredning
och filosofiska grund. Vidare behandlar delkursen i huvudsak tva centrala debatter som format politiken kring
méinskliga rittigheter: de méanskliga rittigheternas universalitet, med andra ord, giller ménskliga réttigheter
for alla manniskor oavsett kultur, ras, etnicitet, kon och plats samt hur vi kan forsta relationen mellan
globalisering, utveckling och ménskliga rittigheter. Vissa skulle beskriva den normerings- och
institutionaliseringsprocess som pagéatt under 1900-talet, nér det géller de ménskliga réttigheterna, som en del
av globaliseringsprocessen. Men vilka &r aktorerna som fornekar, alternativt forsvarar, de manskliga
rattigheterna? Vidare dikuteras de ménskliga rittigheternas spridning genom studier av enskilda empiriska
fall. I kursen tas dven 6vningsexempel upp om hur vi kan undervisa om de ménskliga réttigheterna i skolan.
